Trivia – St Vincent de Paul’s Life and Times 
St Vincent de Paul was born around 1580 on April 24 at 
Pouy, near Dax. His parents were peasants and very 
poor. St. Vincent de Paul would become later in life a 
member of the Regent Council that advised Queen 
Anne and the future King Louis XIV.  All the while he 
was the apostle for the poor and downcast. God’s grace 
is not confined to those who have famous beginnings.
