Trivia — St Vincent de Paul’s Life and Times

In 17" century Paris, thousands of orphaned infants
were found each year. An organization received these
children and supposedly found homes for them. The
conditions, however, were terrible and many were sold
to professional beggars who mutilated the children so
they would arouse pity and bring in more money. In
1638, St. Louise de Marillac started a new charity for
these children. St Vincent de Paul begged funds to
support this endeavor. His Daughters of Charity took up
the work and founded a Hospital for Foundlings in
1660. They would receive over 40,000 little ones.
