 The Hail Mary ends with the Hebrew word, Amen. Amen 
means, so be it. Amen means, I believe. Amen means truly 
it is so. At the end of the most frequent prayer of the 
Rosary, we express our faith in Jesus. Everything the 
Church believes about Mary is based on what she believes 
about her Son. She is the Mother of God because her Son 
is God the Son in the flesh. She was conceived 
immaculate in order to say Amen, fiat, to being the 
Mother of the Redeemer. She prays for us at the hour of 
our death because she stood by Jesus when he died. 
 But Amen also reminds us of Mary's act of faith at the 
Incarnation.

(liturgically) this week. Our annual celebration of His 
Birth really and truly offers us the grace as though we 
were there in Bethlehem at His birth.
